Our big rule at Summer Camp is that everyone have a good time – and since we have such a great group of fun kiddos, we probably don’t even need to address this but…

Summer Camp Discipline Policy

When we have conflict, no one has a good time.  It is not fun to be hit, kicked, pushed, called names, or otherwise treated disrespectfully.  We don’t spit, use bad language, or leave our teacher or our group without permission.  We treat each other as we would like to be treated.  Neither is it fun to be placed in time out or sent to the office.  Since our one big rule at Camp is that everyone has a good time, this is the way we handle discipline at Camp:

1. We will redirect a child’s behavior 

2. We will use positive reinforcement

3. We will use a brief time out (not to exceed # of minutes a child is years old)

The actions listed above almost always stop the undesired behavior.  In a most unusual situation we may have to continue on to: 

4. We will call home and ask a parent to pick-up

5. The next day is a new day – the child may return to Camp.  If behavior repeats itself, the child will return home and may come back the next Monday

6. If the next Monday, the behavior continues, the child won’t be able to rejoin his friends at Camp this Summer
